COOKIES WEBSITE STATEMENT

Cookies are small text files which a website may put on your computer or mobile device when you first visit the
website. The cookies will help the website recognise your device the next time you visit. Web beacons or other
similar files can also do the same thing. We use the term “cookies” in this policy to refer to all files that collect
information in this way.

We use cookies to distinguish you from other users of the website. This helps us to provide you with a good
experience when you use the website and also allows us to improve the services we provide to you. On
revisiting the website, we will be able to obtain information about your previous visits and about your computer
including where available, your IP address, operating system and browser type, for system administration [and
to report aggregate information to our advertisers] [insert an explanation about the information your cookies
collect if it is necessary to expand on this].

1 Functionality cookies. These cookies are used to recognise you when you return to our website
and to remember changes you have made to things such as text size, fonts and other parts of the
website you can change so we can personalise our content for you.

We use these cookies to record your visit to our website, the pages you have
visited and the links you have followed. We will use this information to make our website and the
advertising displayed on it more relevant to your interests. We may share this information with
third parties for this purpose.
